Immigrants have always influenced the history and culture of the United States. The first
arrivals were Native Americans, Alaskans and Hawaiians. Immigrants from Western
Europe brought new language, culture and tradition. The involuntary immigration of
Africans in the late 18" and early 19" centuries profoundly changed social institutions of
the 20™ century. Waves of immigration due to the industrial revolution in Europe
preceded those that followed involvement with other nations as allies in war. The latest
U.S. Census indicates that in the last 10 years new immigrants have arrived from over

100 countries with the greatest numbers coming from Mexico and South America and all
parts of Asia.

As in all immigrations, new immigrants bring family members of all ages. Older family
members can expect an improved quality of life and long life, but often find access to
services and programs more difficult that younger adults and children. Cultural and
language differences create challenges both to them and to staff and administrators in
service and benefit networks. Challenges also persist in reaching older adults who
maintain their culture though born in the United States — some by choice and others for
lack of opportunity, bias or other barriers. Links brought together on this page represent
information sources on older adults living in the United States as immigrants and
descendents of immigrants, whose lives and lifestyles are notably different from
individuals adapted and assimilated into the dominant culture.
