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Health and Long Term Care Costs

Increases in government funding of health care entitlements for older adults and the disabled have held the attention of public policy officials for a number of years.  In 2000, 23% of the estimated $1.3 trillion in health expenditures in the United States were financed by Medicare (17.3% and Medicaid (15.6%).   While costs for acute care and rehabilitation are rising, the cost of long term care and its competition for the health care dollar, especially its consumption of Medicaid expenditures are alarming.  Health care cost information is critical to public policy discussion of the sources of support for future costs, including tax expenditures for private health and long- term care insurance plans supplementing federal benefits.  The Internet sites included in this note address public and private expenditures for health care services, Medicare, Medicaid, health care insurance, long-term care and veteran’s health care.
